November 21, 2012
Officials To Crack Down on Illegal Parking in Disability Spaces
Illinois officials say they're cracking down on people who illegally park in disability parking spaces at shopping malls. Secretary of State Jesse White says the statewide enforcement begins Friday, the kickoff to the holiday shopping season. Authorities will be enforcing the rules at Woodfield Mall in Schaumburg, Water Tower Place in downtown Chicago and malls in Carbondale, Champaign, Peoria, Fairview heights, Rockford and Springfield.

November 21, 2012
Free Two Hour Holiday Parking Starts Thursday 
Annapolis shoppers will notice red bags covering the parking meters downtown starting on Thursday—which grant them two hours of free parking.  “In keeping with an Annapolis holiday tradition, I am pleased to announce that we will again be offering two hours of free parking at metered spaces in the city,” Mayor Josh Cohen said in a press release. “The holidays offer a great opportunity to rediscover Annapolis’ many unique shops, restaurants and pubs, and to reconnect with our fellow neighbors.”

November 21, 2012
Downtowners not all behind changing parking meter costs
Some downtown stakeholders expressed skepticism Tuesday about the economic development benefits touted from raising parking meter rates and extending the hours. The city is considering boosting its enforcement efforts of the parking meter system and having a private company, American Parking, oversee the maintenance, said Michael Brink, an efficiency consultant working with the city.  But to have a system that operates efficiently and without subsidy would require the rate and hour changes, he told a crowd of about three dozen during a public hearing on the issue.

Can’t Find a Parking Space? This App Can Help
Urban regions enjoy density. It’s what makes for serendipity — running into someone you know in a crowd of strangers is all the more meaningful. It can also make certain infrastructures more efficient. The vast number of people cycling in and out of subways, coffee shops and freeway lanes is the grounds for an amazing data set, if those people will agree to contribute to apps such as Foursquare or Waze. But, as much as we love the idea of democracy and helping out our neighbor, it turns out crowdsourcing will not solve all problems. 

November 21, 2012
No free holiday parking in W-B
The downtown will not have free parking for the holidays for the first time in years. According to Administrative Coordinator Drew McLaughlin, the city has opted not to institute its annual free meter parking for the holiday season and normal parking operations will continue for the entire year. “Parking enforcement is necessary to increase turnover of spaces which is what drives economic opportunity for downtown merchants,” McLaughlin said.

November 21, 2012
Parking patrol in downtown Fremont
One of the things that I recall about the downtown Fremont area in the mid-1960s and even later was the parking patrol. As I remember, the downtown area, including Arch Street where The Fremont News-Messenger plant was located, was limited to two hour parking during the day. A parking officer on a “scooter” made the rounds regularly, marking tires on cars. If you didn’t move your car before the time was up, you could expect to receive a parking ticket.

Parking meters payable by credit, debit card set to debut in January 2013
A project that would allow downtown drivers the option of paying for parking meters with a credit or debit card is in the final stages of Phoenix City Council approval and is scheduled to begin implementation in January 2013. 
The city of Phoenix Street Transportation Department hopes to install credit-card readers on 500 single-space meters by Jan. 31, project manager Michael Hammett said. The plan also includes 10 credit-card-friendly pay stations that accommodate about 10 spaces each.

PARKatlanta Welcomes Florida Visitor With Parking Ticket 
Editor's note: Atlanta motorists are no strangers to the ongoing drama that is PARKatlanta, the firm contracted by the city of Atlanta to enforce parking codes. The company has been under fire for its enforcement policies leading to scores of complaints to Atlanta City Council members, including Kwanza Hall, whose district includes the Old Fourth Ward, parts of Little Five Points and Midtown.

Omaha changing drivers' habits with reverse parking
Parking in parts of downtown Omaha is all backward now, thanks to some city engineers. But please, they beg, bear with them. The most recent inversion has occurred around the Omaha Police Headquarters and in front of Patrick's Market at 15th and Howard Streets. Diagonal parking stalls once meant for entering front-first now require a three-step process (handily illustrated on nearby signs): Signal. Stop. Reverse.

Free Holiday Parking Will Include Street Meters, Lots, Garages 
In the spirit of the holidays and to stimulate shopping in Oakland’s commercial districts in support of local merchants, the City of Oaklandwill offer free parking every Saturday between Thanksgiving and New Year’s Day, plus "Plaid Friday," which is Nov. 23.  On Saturday, Nov. 24; Saturday, Dec. 1; Saturday, Dec. 8; Saturday, Dec. 15; Saturday, Dec. 22 and Saturday, Dec. 29, parking at all City-metered spaces throughout Oakland will be free for the time period posted on the meter or kiosk (30 minutes, 1 hour, 2 hours or 5 hours). 

November 20, 2012
Clearing up confusion over D.C. parking rules
I am a native Washingtonian, a Maryland resident, and I usually take the Metro when I go to the District.  On a Saturday night, I used my car to attend a benefit at the Washington Hilton on 16th Street NW, intending to park at a self-service garage on I Street. I arrived at 6:15 p.m., and to my surprise, there were metered spaces available on 16th Street close to the hotel, so I parked on the street. I  read the two-hour parking (7 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. Saturday) sign with the “no time limit parking” (6:30 to 10 p.m.) Monday through Saturday.

Businesses Take ‘Half-Full’ Approach To Parking Meter Deal
With Chicago parking meter rates due to rise again after the first of the year, some business advocates say there are two sides to the controversy over how the meter lease deal has affected businesses in the city. 
“Eat, drink and be merry this holiday season and keep your money local,” said city treasurer Stephanie Neely, who is encouraging Chicagoans to buy from neighborhood merchants.

November 20, 2012
Boulder to offer free downtown parking coupons to encourage holiday shoppers 
Boulder will be handing out free parking passes to random shoppers during the holiday season, and downtown merchants will have another 30,000 free parking coupons to give out to shoppers. The city of Boulder is providing the free parking coupons to encourage people to visit and shop downtown. The promotion will take three forms:  1.) Starting Friday, parking enforcement officers will surprise random shoppers each day before they pay for their parking with coupons worth three hours of free parking.

6 U.S. Cities With The Most Expensive Parking Spots
As anyone who has had to park downtown can attest, parking rates in many cities often seem egregiously high and few alternatives exist to save on parking. This has likely prompted the question as to what factors are influencing the prices for these spaces. A recent survey from Colliers International has uncovered the cities with the highest monthly parking rates in America. Listed here are some ideas as to why such spaces are so highly sought after that they can fetch up to $1 million.

More parking meters approved, permit parking dropped
The South Lake Tahoe City Council gave initial approval to designating more paid parking areas in town Tuesday, but dropped part of a proposal that could have seen parking permits required in several neighborhoods. Police and Fire Chief Brian Uhler acknowledged paid parking proposals have been met with stiff opposition from residents, but urged the council to support the parking management program, saying it is part of the city making the best use of its assets. 

November 19, 2012
City parking changes come into force 
More changes to city centre parking are set to come into force today. The changes, implemented by Auckland Transport, are part of an effort to steer people towards parking buildings rather than using on-street parking for long periods.  On-street parking prices will remain unchanged at $4 per hour for the first two hours in the core city area and will change according to zone thereafter. There will be no time limit on the zones and there will be a 10-minute grace period in all spots for motorists before they need to pay.

Sacramento Relaxes Parking Requirements to Stimulate Development 
In what is being described as a "monumental shift" in the city's approach to parking, Sacramento's City Council has voted to ease minimum parking requirements for commercial and residential developments reports Tony Bizjak.
With an eye towards stimulating infill commercial development and high-density housing development catering to an emerging segment of residents less interested in owning cars, Sacramento's City Council approved a "sweeping set" of new parking rules this month. 

November 19, 2012
San Francisco's New Bike Parklet Is a Dismembered Citroën H Van
Travel to the corner of Filbert and Fillmore streets in San Francisco, and you'll likely see a bunch of bicyclists kicking back inside a dismembered automobile, like hunters celebrating a massive kill. The surreal scene is the newest addition to San Francisco's fleet of parkets, semi-permanent public spaces that have been popping up like 'shrooms all over the city. This one is the first to rise in the Marina District, which thanks to the parklet is now down by two metered parking spaces.

L.A. Moves to Curb Parking's 'Wild West' 
Ever wonder what happens to your car after you hand it to a valet? You probably don't want to know the answer. A new ordinance to be considered by L.A.'s City Council may finally rein in "the wild, wild West at our curbs." Late last week, the Los Angeles City Council's Public Safety Committee voted to send an ordinance that would, for the first time, regulate the city's myriad parking valets, to the full council with the recommendation that it be passed as quickly as possible, reports Martha Groves.

New parking rules in Ward One: more parking for residents only

Bowling Green mayor orders ‘parking meter holiday’ 
Mayor Richard Edwards has declared a “parking meter holiday” during December in Bowling Green. During the don’t-pay-the-meter holiday, Dec. 1 through Dec. 31, parking will be free at most city meters. All other parking regulations will be in effect, such as two-hour limits, bans on parking in spaces for the handicapped, and bans on parking on downtown streets from 3 a.m. to 5 a.m., city officials said. Exempt from the holiday are on-street meters in front of the Wood County Courthouse on Court Street between North Summit Street and North Prospect Street as well as the meters in the county parking lot.

Bristol's new Mayor has implemented his first pledge – within an hour of being sworn in. Bristol is saying goodbye to Sunday charging for city centre on-street parking just three weeks after it was introduced. Bristol Mayor George Ferguson, said: "I've heard the traffic management arguments, but I firmly believe in doing everything we can to keep Sunday special and already it is clear that it would only raise peanuts per week, while penalising people coming into the city centre for leisure and shopping. It is a straight-forward decision - on-street parking is free from this coming Sunday and on every Sunday until I can be persuaded otherwise.

City offering free parking starting on Thanksgiving
Parking at city facilities will be free from Thanksgiving morning until early Saturday, a spokeswoman said.
In an effort to boost “Black Friday” shopping, the free parking is a gesture of “apprecition patronage,’ Parking Services General Manager Dennis Garrett said. “We hope everyone will take advantage of this free parking event and make plans to come enjoy the multitude of shops and restaurants that downtown has to offer,” he said.

November  19, 2012
Find-a-parking space app could be helping traffic wardens target your car
A parking sensor promoted as tool to help drivers find free spaces could also enable traffic wardens to dish out more fines. Motoring organisations have warned the Metereye system could help wardens make a beeline to vehicles that have overstayed a parking space. The Metereye technology, developed by Scottish company, Town and City Parking (TCP), works by transmitting signls from a sensor placed on the floor of a parking bay.

November 19, 2012
Aldermen to weigh downtown parking pay stations in Nashua
The scramble to collect change from your car seats may soon be over. On Wednesday, the aldermen’s Finance Committee will review two contract awards to purchase parking pay stations and software that will replace parking meters downtown. “They’re very user-friendly,” Mary Lou Blaisdell, co-owner of Design Wares Artisan Gallery and chair of the city’s Downtown Improvement Committee, said Friday.

High St. parking meters going live today
Columbus is taking a step toward a more walkable Downtown with 30 new parking meters going into service today at 9 a.m. The meters along the west side of High Street between Goodale and Mound streets are part of the City’s Downtown Action Plan to make streets safer and more pedestrian- and bicycle-friendly. The new meters are intended to make Downtown shopping and dining on or near High Street more convenient.

Parking on the street during congested holiday season? Arm yourself with these tips
The ill-prepared city driver can expect higher blood pressure, mishegas and possibly a ticket and tow on the way to finding available street parking during the coming ‘tis-the-season. If you must drive – and you shouldn’t if you don’t absolutely have to - here are a few tips I’ve learned in my years of sniffing out parking places in the city’s densest areas. Read the signs – and read them again. Even if a sign is all the way at the end of the block, go down there and have a look to see if it applies to your vehicle. When in doubt, find another place to park.

Nashua eyes pay stations for parking
Struggling to find spare change to fill the city's downtown parking meters may soon be a distant memory, as city officials this week will review a proposal to purchase several parking pay stations. Mayor Donnalee Lozeau is hoping to eventually replace all the traditional coin-operated parking meters in the downtown area with new parking pay stations, including the meters now housed on the lower levels of the city's two municipal parking garages.

November 19, 2012
Increased parking demands spur Troy study
The city and its economic development agencies will conduct a study to deal with downtown's growing parking demands. "My very strong feeling is parking and the management of parking is a major economic development issue," Wallace Altes, chairman of the Troy Local Development Corp., said Monday. The group on Monday formed a parking committee. Altes also chairs the Troy Industrial Development Agency. 

November 18, 2012
Winona city ordinance leads to hundreds of parking tickets
Getting a parking ticket is never fun, but for hundreds of drivers in Winona, a seasonal city ordinance is causing problems, resulting in an avalanche of parking tickets. The ordinance says that cars must be on the odd-numbered side of the street on odd-numbered calendar days, and on the even side for even days. The fine for that violation is $25.

Parking in Somerville: Patch Readers Split on Issue 
On Wednesday we asked Somerville Patch readers, "Is there a parking problem in Somerville?" Readers had different thoughts about the matter, though slightly more readers indicated there is a parking problem. 
Yes, there is a parking problem One reader, Elizabeth Rose, summed it up by writing, "Yes, of course there is a parking problem. Me to new neighbors: 'Hi, nice to meet you. Do you have a car?' Neighbor: 'We have two cars.' Me: 'Ok, I hate you.'"

November 18, 2012
New Apartments in Portland: No Parking = No Car? Not So 
Turns out if you don't provide the parking, tenants still bring their cars - they just park on the street, according to a limited Portland survey. Neighbors asked city planners for a moratorium on 'parking-less' apartments and adding parking minimums Elliot Njus writes on the controversy surrounding new apartments built or proposed without parking in Portland.  While "the no-minimum-parking requirement (has) been in place in parts of the city since the 1980s, (it) has expanded since to include all commercial zones and areas within 500 feet of frequent public transit service."

New parking meters not far off
You'll be seeing the new, "smart" parking meters on downtown curbs in just a couple of months. The meters will be solar powered and able to take many forms of payment -- credit cards, debit cards and U.S. coins.  They also will be able to interact with smartphones. But you'll be paying more for parking -- $1 an hour -- instead of the current 50 cents.

10 parking tips to ease holiday shopping stress
This holiday season, more of us will be hitting the road, the airports, and the malls. And the common denominator drivers share is the quest for the perfect parking spot. The International Parking Institute, the world's largest association of parking professionals, reached out to its members who plan and manage parking at airports, downtown areas, and shopping malls, and compiled this list of suggestions to make holiday parking easier:

November 17, 2012
Salem extends free parking for holidays
The city of Salem will extend its downtown on-street free parking limit to four hours during the holiday shopping season. The current limit is two hours.The extended hours will begin no later than Dec. 1 and continue through Jan. 3. The change affects 1,260 on-street parking spaces. In addition, there is unlimited parking time allowed in the 2,331 available parking garage spaces.

November 17, 2012
Lansdale officials debate parking changes, discuss kiosks
High-tech kiosks could be coming to two of Lansdale’s downtown parking lots soon and parking meters could be coming back to Main and Madison streets. The borough’s Parking Authority is currently evaluating options for installing high-tech kiosks in the West Main Street and Walnut Street parking lots, Lansdale police Chief Robert McDyre said Wednesday. “We’ve performed an inventory and needs analysis on all of our meters — we want to know what we have and what we need before we move forward,” McDyre said.

November 17, 2012
Providence overnight parking permits now on sale
Providence residents who want to buy parking permits so they can leave their cars on city streets overnight may now do so at City Hall. Providence has long banned overnight street parking between the hours of 2 a.m. and 5 a.m., but the city earlier this year rolled out an overnight street parking program in some locations. Households may purchase up to two permits. Unpaid tickets have to be paid to get a permit, and only cars registered in Rhode Island are eligible.

November 17, 2012
Salem to extend downtown parking hours for holidays
The City of Salem announced Friday that it will temporarily extend parking space durations downtown from 2 to 4 hours in order to accommodate holiday shoppers. Salem City Council President Chuck Bennett said the extended parking hours will begin no later than Saturday, Dec. 1, and will extend through Tuesday, Jan. 3. "It's the holidays and downtown shoppers and businesses have contacted the city, making it clear that the best gift they could get this year is more time to park in our on-street parking spaces,” said Bennett, who council ward includes downtown. 

November 16, 2012
A Day in the Life of a Parking Professional
What are all the day-to-day tasks involved in being a parking professional? That’s what we are trying to ascertain with the IPI Parking Job Analysis Survey, which you may have received this week. This isn’t just another survey–the Job Analysis Survey is particularly important to all of us because it will help us develop a real-world profile of the tasks and responsibilities of parking professionals. 

November 16, 2012
$85K for a Back Bay parking space? Steep, but it's no record
The owner of a Back Bay parking space thinks he can sell the "excellent" spot on a back street behind the Charles River side of Beacon Street for a steep $85,000, advertising in his Craigslist ad that the deeded spot near Massachusetts Avenue pulls in over $300 a month in rent. The cost of parking in Boston is "getting a whole lot worse," concludes BostInno writer Lisa DeCanio, who spotted the Craigslist curb appeal.

November 16, 2012
Parking Authority sees increase in revenue
The new parking meter pay stations are having a positive financial impact on the Pittsburgh Parking Authority as it prepares to ramp up capital spending next year. The authority board Thursday approved a 2013 budget that anticipates expenses of about $27.3 million and revenues of about $41.1 million, including a 12.2 percent jump in on-street meter proceeds next year. Executive director David Onorato said new multispace metering devices -- installed Downtown and in the North Shore, Oakland, Shadyside, the South Side and Uptown so far -- already are boosting revenue.

November 16, 2012
Sacramento eases parking requirements for new projects
Hoping to chip away at its reputation for being a tough place to start a business, Sacramento has embraced a plan that business owners will cheer, but some drivers may jeer. In December, the city will cut the number of parking spaces new businesses, such as restaurants and stores, are required to build. The same goes for new urban housing projects. 

November 16, 2012
City to consider changes to parking rules Nov. 19
After continued complaints from local businesses and citizens, the Atlanta City Council is set to make sweeping amendments to the ParkAtlanta contract at its meeting on Monday, Nov. 19, at 1 p.m. at City Hall.  The amendments would  improve customer service, increase transparency of the appeals process, hold the vendor accountable and use signage and technology to make parking on the city’s streets easier. 

November 16, 2012
Paid parking proposal returns
It might be time to feed the meter. After dropping discussions surrounding additional paid parking this spring, the South Lake Tahoe City Council will hear another proposal next week that could lead to more parking meters in the city. The council will consider changes to the city's parking ordinances Tuesday. The changes would designate several new areas where the city could install parking meters. 

November 16, 2012
Joseph Rose: Portland parking officer insists 'invisible' motorist must pay up
A postcard from the trenches of downtown Portland's parking wars: Q: When parking my car on Southwest Jefferson Street next to the Oregon Historical Society on Tuesday, I had to wait while the driver ahead of me purchased his receipt. I stepped into the window alcove and looked into the museum while waiting my turn. As I stepped back out, credit card in hand to the meter, I noticed that I was about to get a ticket. (The parking officer had been standing mere yards away from my car as I got out to pay the meter.)

November 16, 2012
Valet parking regulations to be considered by city of Los Angeles
It's a familiar scene in car-centric Los Angeles: Motorist drives up in expensive car to sidewalk lectern with "valet parking" sign. Motorist tosses keys to total stranger wearing black pants and white shirt. Convenience to some, menace to others, L.A.'s myriad parking valets could soon, for the first time, be subject to regulation. Critics complain that fly-by-night valets have turned trusting souls into cynics by failing to cover damage to vehicles or by lifting valuables from glove compartments. 

November 15, 2012
Olympia mayor wants city to replace parking pay stations 
Olympia Mayor Stephen Buxbaum is proposing that the city replace all its parking pay stations, just two years old, with new "smart meters" -- traditional, one-vehicle-per-space meters that accept credit cards. Buxbaum raised the topic at this week’s City Council meeting, asking city staffers to study the issue and get back to the council at this Tuesday’s meeting for further discussion. The meters could be installed next year, he said. “ I have always felt that we really bought the wrong pay stations,” Buxbaum said. “They aren’t a good fit for the kinds of parking situations that we have in downtown Olympia.”

Who's tracking your license plate - and why?
Every day, the Seattle Police Department sends an arsenal of high tech vehicles into the streets to photograph license plates.  Two Parking Enforcement “boot vans” drive through neighborhoods scanning the license plates of parked cars.  They’re looking for “scofflaws”--vehicles with four or more unpaid tickets.  In a span of just an hour, Parking Enforcement Officer (P.E.O.) Vince Babcock finds one on Queen Anne with four unpaid parking tickets and another on Capitol Hill with eight unpaid tickets totally $1100.  Both cars get booted.

Public Parking: Making every cent count
They have lingered in the downtown area for nearly 80 years. Often times, when we think about them, we're less than enthused. We're talking about parking meters. But have you ever wondered where your money actually goes beyond the coin slot? Downtown, every cent counts, as the meters sit patiently waiting for you. If you don't feed them, a small yellow surprise will appear on your windshield.  "Our tickets have been consistent from year-to-year and we're writing anywhere from 36,000 to 40,000 tickets a year. 18% of those are warnings. It's pretty consistent," Public Parking Director Matt Nelson said.

U.S. Cities With The Largest Parking Fines
In many major cities in America, selecting a parking spot is a decision that can have costly financial implications. Choose wisely and you will have a pleasant parking experience. If you fail to understand and follow local parking signs and rules, however, then you may have a hefty parking fine on your hands. The severity of parking fines varies from city to city, with the steepest fines being doled out in the larger cities across the United States. Here is a look at three of the most expensive cities in America when it comes to parking fines. You should think twice before parking in the wrong spot or parking incorrectly in these cities.

No-parking apartments: Portland City Council must fix problem fast
Inadequate parking is the bane of Northwest Portland. If city leaders let the planning bureau intentionally replicate that problem in other neighborhoods, they will do so at great and permanent cost to the city's livability.  The Portland City Council should intervene, either with an expedited code change or a temporary, narrowly tailored moratorium on large multifamily apartment projects with no off-street parking. The law permits it and basic quality of life demands it.

November 15, 2012
Ulman unveils parking app for historic Ellicott City
Historic Ellicott City is now the first town in Maryland to offer a free smartphone parking app, making it easier for visitors to find available spaces. Howard County Executive Ken Ulman announced the app's launch last week in front of the Howard County Visitor Center. "Everything that we're doing with this application is to get more people excited to come down here, to shop and enjoy the great, great merchants and business owners here in the historic district of Ellicott City," Ulman said to a crowd of about 30 people gathered outside the visitor center. 


November 15, 2012
Food Trucks Propose Buying Parking Permits to Avoid Racking Up Tickets
Public comments on the District's proposed food truck regulations were due Tuesday, and among the ideas submitted by the food truck lobby is one that would allow mobile food vendors to buy parking permits that would free them from the burden of having to constantly feed the meter.
Che Ruddell-Tabisola, the executive director of the Food Truck Association, says his group proposed that rather than having its members constantly leave their customers waiting while they hop out of their trucks to replenish parking meters, they purchase permits that would be good for about four hours a day.

November 15, 2012
New plan for parking in The Triangle: City seeking comments
There’s a new proposal for changes to parking in The Triangle and in the Fairmount neighborhood to its south – see the map above.
