Meeting Summary:

Key Issues:
Commercial and Business Parking Availability
Community members are interested in understanding opportunities to better manage parking for customers and visitors to the Triangle. This includes preserving as much on-street parking as feasible and understanding the potential of time-limited parking and loading zones in some locations. Ensuring that these changes are easily enforceable by the Seattle Police Department and are in place prior to the launch of RapidRide service was a priority. 

Pedestrian Visibility
Community members are interested in identifying ways to improve traffic safety along the SW Alaska Street corridor and identified the intersections of 36th and 37th Avenues SW as areas of focus. Both the business and the residential community expressed a desire to examine the feasibility of removing parking from corners to improve sight lines for pedestrian crossings. 

Restricted Parking Zone Feasibility
While community members are interested in examining the potential for Restricted Parking Zone (RPZ) designation within the residential areas immediately to the north and south of the Triangle, residents at the meeting did not believe the current conditions would meet the established parking utilization threshold specified in the Seattle Municipal Code. Residents believe that RapidRide service will increase pressure on on-street parking from transit riders, and would like to look more closely at this following the fall launch of RapidRide service.
