	PROGRAM DESCRIPTION:
	The Tree Ambassador program empowers residents to become stewards of the urban forest and serve as resources for their local community. Tree Ambassador will be trained in the basics of urban forestry, leadership and community organizing. As a Tree Ambassador, you will work in teams of 2-3 people to develop projects for your neighborhood which could include tree walks, invasive species removal workdays, and/or tree plantings. No previous tree experience necessary, only a desire to learn and a passion for urban greenery. You may apply individually or as a group.

Tree Ambassador is a project of the Green Seattle Partnership, a collaboration between the City of Seattle and the Cascade Land Conservancy. Program work is funded in part by a grant from the U.S. Forest Service’s Urban and Community Forestry program.
