Fire Escape Ladders

portion of the ladder over the window sill and drop the rest out the window. Make sure to follow the

manufacturer’s instructions.

What to look for

| « Standoffs—these are

protrusions that hold the
ladder rungs away from the
side of the house.

« Load limit—ladder should be
rated for at least 1,000

pounds.

« Adequate height—usually 15

feet for two story and 25 feet

for three story buildings.
