We’re addressing the fentanyl epidemic head-on by expanding our partnership with 

Evergreen Treatment Services that brings mobile medication and support directly to people struggling 

with opioid use disorder. And when neighborhood businesses faced break-ins, we created the Storefront 

Repair Fund to help them recover their costs.  

Everyone deserves the same access to recovery that I had. That's why I've focused on providing free, on-

demand treatment, while improving emergency response across our city.  

I believe in delivering results, not endless debate. Whether that's helping small businesses thrive or 

supporting community-based institutions that make our city so vibrant.  

The challenges we face are complex but together we can make real progress. I'd be honored to earn your 

support to continue this work.
