Department Signage Responsibilities

1. Signage for FAS-managed Properties
The Department of Finance and Administrative Services will print and install signage in the public-
facing portion of facilities it manages: Seattle Municipal Tower, Seattle City Hall and the Seattle
Justice Center, Charles St., Haller Lake, Sunny Jim, Airport Way Building B, and the City’s Emergency
Operations Center. Departments and divisions inside these buildings will be responsible for printing
and hanging signage in areas that are closed to the public, such as conference rooms and break
rooms.

2. Signage for all Other Properties
Departments that have worksites outside of these core downtown facilities are responsible for
printing and installing signage.
