ENGLISH

The Little Saigon Landmark is a mixed-use affordable family housing development in
the Little Saigon neighborhood. The building provides 71 affordable family units and a
Vietnamese cultural and economic center. It is a seven-story building with six stories of
residential floors above ground floor commercial space, residential amenity and building
support spaces. This project is a partnership between Friends of Little Sai Gon (FLS)
and the Seattle Chinatown International District Preservation and Development
Authority (SCIDpda).

The Landmark project is the result of over 10 years of dialogue and engagement
between Friends of Little Sai Gon (FLS) and the local community. The community has
expressed a desire for a cultural anchor to stabilize the legacy and presence of the
Vietnamese community in the Puget Sound region. Residents and grassroots
community members articulated their vision for their neighborhood, beginning with the
redevelopment of Yesler Terrace, and later with the Landmark project feasibility study in
2014. Through extensive community engagement, FLS determined a need for:

e Affordable housing for families and working individuals, to stabilize the
Vietnamese community at risk of displacement;

e Cultural space for hosting community events, meetings, gatherings for elders,
and socializing;

e Commercial space for small businesses and vendors to support economic
development.

The goal of the project is to bring together affordable housing and a Viethamese cultural
center into a mixed-use development project. The uses described above reflect the
ambitions of the local Viethamese community. As the region continues to grow, demand
for affordable family housing and affordable commercial space continue to grow. The
creation of the Landmark Project is an important step in working toward FLS and
SCIDpda’s anti-displacement goals for the community.
