* Current South Transfer Station was not
planned to accommodate all solid waste
needs. SRC is required for additional solid
waste facilities

 Redevelopment of SRC helps meet the
City’s recycling goal of 70% by 2022

e Landfill closure is required by Dept. of
Ecology
