Reporting Week April 26 through May 2

Week in Review

This week the community clean team focused on two large emphasis areas including West Seattle Stadium at Rotary
Viewpoint and Green lake Park, besides the various litter and trash pick-up locations citywide. 35 additional Clean
Cities sites were completed by the Parks/SDOT Clean Cities Teams and 2 additional sites were completed by SDOT
crews alone. The following summary includes Clean Cities work accomplished by Parks/SDOT Clean Cities Crews.

115,462 Ibs. trash collected via Community Clean Teams

19 blocks of litter pickup by SDOT crews

360 tents counted onsite; 2 abandoned tents removed

4 walls and 3 structures of Graffiti removed

Clean Cities Emphasis Areas

e West Seattle Stadium at Rotary Viewpoint -4/27. At Rotary Viewpoint, the crew cut back blackberry and
other vegetation growing through the metal fence line using hedge trimmers. Trees with low hanging
branches were limbed up and the fence line was line trimmed. Weeds have been removed from the shrub
beds. The district truck drivers loaded and hauled away the debris. The Encampment Team removed over
4400 lbs. of debris from the site. A Work Order was placed to repair the brick shrub bed planter.
