Reporting Week May 31 through June 6

Week in Review

Due to the holiday on Monday, there was no work to report on that day for SDOT Clean Cities crew. This week the
community clean team focused on two large emphasis areas including David Rogers Park and Kobe Terrace Park,
besides the various litter and trash pick-up locations citywide. 16 additional Clean Cities sites were completed by
the Parks/SDOT Clean Cities Teams and 28 additional sites were completed by SDOT crews alone. The following
summary includes Clean Cities work accomplished by Parks/SDOT Clean Cities Crews.
