Pursuant to SMC 25.05.340 and WAC 197-11-340 

 
The City of Seattle is proposing text amendments to modify the existing Regional Transfer of 
Development Rights program (TDR) program in Downtown and South Lake Union. The 
amendments would allow the City to accept TDR from Pierce and Snohomish counties.  
Currently, only TDR from King County is allowed.  Amendments could also include changes to 
the requirements for achieving extra floor area in Downtown and South Lake Union including 
removing the option to purchase Regional TDR in Downtown zones or allowing other options to 
achieve extra floor area in Downtown or South Lake Union zones.

OPCD has determined that the amendment described above will not have a significant adverse 
environmental impact and has issued a Determination of Non-Significance (no Environmental 
Impact Statement required).
