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Upon returning on the record Commission Chairs Nark and Davis on behalf of the Commissions,
thanked the Executive Director and the Administrative Staff Assistant for their service to the
Commissions.

Commissioner Nark moved to grant the Executive Director the maximum of 6 days Merit Leave and an Annual
Wage Increase. The motion passed and was approved by acclamation.

Adjourn: No other business was before the Commissions. Commission Chairs Davis and Nark adjourned the
meeting at 11:02 am.
