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Department Overview

In 1995, the City passed Ordinance 117981, authorizing fiber installation project cost sharing agreements
between City departments and other governmental and public educational agencies and institutions. Since then,
approximately 20 government and public education agencies, known collectively as the "Fiber Partnership," have
implemented over 300 fiber optic projects to install over 550 miles of fiber optic cable in the greater Seattle area.
The Department of Information Technology (DolT) acts as the lead agency in the partnership and manages the
program.

In 2012, the City passed Ordinance 123931, authorizing DolT to lease excess capacity on the fiber optic network to
private parties. The Fiber Leasing Fund was created to manage the operating, maintenance and capital costs of
those agreements.
