Alterations to the building

1951 permit for removing windows and installing a roll steel door and wooden access
door : Originally the entire southern bay storefront was used as a bay for auto access and
contained doors that opened all the way across the bay.

The interior has been significantly altered, including the addition of enclosures and mez-
zanines.

Although some elements of the original wooden frames may remain, the storefront win-

dows have been replaced with new glazing, and panes are secured by metal mullions.

History of ownership and tenancy

Constructed and initially owned by the C. H. Frye Investment Co.
By 1937 the building was owned by the Alaskan Copper & Brass Corporation.
1932, the Seattle headquarters of the Frigidaire company.

By 1934 the building housed Alaskan Copper Works. In 1937, was owned by Alaskan
Copper & Brass Company.

From at least 1951 until at least 1983, seems to have been considered and/or operated as
a single building with 904 First Avenue S, addressed at 902 First Avenue S.

1955, a salesroom for the John E. Amberg Company, (television sets).

1960, the tenant was rubber goods manufacturer H. K. Porter, Inc.

1965 -1970, Greenway Aluminum Co. 1975, Herzog Aluminum Co.

1983, Seattle Offi ce Systems. 1986 -1994, Automated Equipment. The building at 902

was used for manufacturing, and the building at 904 was used as “additional space.”
