Street concept plans — a tool to get there

Why: solidify a vision for the street(s)
and can help guide physical
improvements.

Who: may be initiated by community
members, neighborhood groups,
property owners, or developers who
would like to provide an enhanced
streetscape.

How: formally approved as a joint
director’s rule between city
departments as necessary, and is
included in the Right of Way
Improvements Manual.
