Because the track groove is just slightly wider than the typical
bike tire, your wheel can easily get stuck. The key to staying safe
Is to cross as close to a 90 degree angle as possible.

e Leave at least six feet clear for pedestrians to pass.
e Do not park on corners, driveways, or curb ramps.
