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Background:

This document contains results and maps for a parking occupancy and duration study covering
commercial and mixed-use blocks in the Lake City Urban Village. Data were collected on Wednesday
June 14, 2017. Prior to the study, SDOT staff met with the North Seattle Chamber of Commerce and Lake
City Future First in February 2017 to discuss the upcoming study.

The study area included 516 parking spaces across 40 blockfaces. The study area is a mix of unpaid time
limits and unrestricted parking (allows parking up to 72 hours).

Study Results:

Occupancy:

e Across the entire study area, parking occupancy peaked at 51% at 11 AM and dropped to a low
of 40% at 8 PM, the final hour of study.

e Multiple blockfaces showed parking occupancy above 85% during the 11 AM peak, as shown on
the Lake City Parking Study results map. These include portions of 30" Ave NE, 31° Ave NE, 33"
Ave NE, and NE 130™ St. In general, the streets with the highest occupancy are unrestricted
blockfaces closest to the commercial district.

Duration:
e Across all spaces (including those without time limits) the average parking duration is just over 3
hours. Over half of vehicles parking in the area parked for less than two hours.
Study Conclusions:
e Existing time limits are working to provide short term customer and visitor access.

e SDOT is contacting property managers on 33™ Ave NE to explore opportunities to add new areas
of time limited parking.
