
Route 7  
Transit-Plus Multimodal Corridor
Metro Route 7 is one of the highest-ridership routes in Seattle, serving 11,000 daily 
riders and a wide variety of destinations including schools, community centers, 
grocery stores, homes, and parks. While Route 7 buses are scheduled to come every 
10 minutes or less throughout most of the day, street conditions can cause delay.

SDOT is planning to make bus speed, reliability, and access improvements on Rainier 
Ave S by 2022. Metro is also planning to upgrade Route 7 to RapidRide in 2024.

Route 7 Transit-Plus key features
The key bus speed, reliability, and access improvements we’re currently studying 
include:
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Signal Upgrades
Signals that prioritize transit with queue jumps that give buses a head 
start and “smart signals” that activate or extend green lights for buses

Walking and Biking Improvements
Improvements to crossings and connections to neighborhood 
greenways to help people access transit safely

Changes to address crashes and improve safety

Bus Improvements
Bus-only lanes to separate the bus from traffic (depending on the 
location, bus lanes may replace parking lanes or travel lanes)
